Titled: The times we have moved.

We lived with my folks (Herbert C. Moore) near Halfa, Iowa, two years 3 months,
December 1909 to March 1, 1912. Urah was born here.

March 1, 1912 moved to Mitchell place two miles west of my folks place. Lived
there one year to March 1, 1913. Clarence was born here.

March 1, 1913 then moved to one mile east of Halfa to John Campbell farm.

March 1, 1914 one half mile west of my folks on W.E. Brooks farm (my uncle’s
farm) in later years known as the Tom Huntley farm. Lived there one year.

March 1, 1915 moved on the Joe Youngman farm near Maple Hill, Iowa later known
as Doyle Wagner farm lived there one year. Velma was born here.

March 1, 1916 then we moved to our farm. We bought 80 acres one mile north of
Trego, Wisconsin. Lived there two years sold to Berton Horton. Neva was born here.

April 1918 moved back to Armstrong, lowa stored our household goods. Moved in
with mother upstairs over Drug Store (Eaton’s)

August 1, 1918 moved to Eva Burkheads house in Armstrong, lowa

December 17, 1918 moved to Mallard, lowa in Wessar house ( same house that
Tuffy & Margaret bought). Alvin and Orvin were born here.

July 1, 1928 moved to Curlew lived in large house across street east of O.B. Fisk
house.

July 1932 moved to Truesdale, lowa lived in Frank Meyers house.
July 1934 moved to Gridley, Iowa lived in Critz house, sold and moved it away.
December 1942 moved to Maple Hill, Iowa, lived in Amous Sevold house.
September 1945 moved upstairs Curt Larson’s building.
December 1949 moved into Graves house in Huntington, [owa.
1957 bought Kathryn’s house in Huntington, lowa.
Moved 16 times
